Dear Nunavummiut, 

 

It is my pleasure to be writing to you again as your Member of 

Parliament. 

 

It has been a very busy beginning to the 41st Parliament here in 

Ottawa. Our Government  has been working very hard to draft 

and pass legislation to keep our  fragile economy moving forward 

and to pass legislation to remove and end the ineffective long gun 

registry.    

 

During the month of August, the Prime Minister travelled North 

for his sixth consecutive Northern Tour. I was honored, once 

again, to accompany the Prime Minister to highlight our Inuit 

traditions and the economic opportunities Nunavut offers the rest 

of Canada. Our territory has seen tremendous growth over the last 

several years and the Prime Minister had the opportunity to see 

the effects strong economic growth has had on Nunavut. I would 

like to thank all Nunavummiut who participated in the various 

stops on the Prime Ministerôs tour for showing the generosity and 

caring spirit that has made our territory such a special place.  

 

During the Prime Ministerôs tour of the North, our Government 

announced extended healthcare funding for all three territories.  

As the Minister of Health, I was extremely happy that our 

Government was able to work with all territories to come to this 

agreement. Our Government realizes that Northerners face unique 

healthcare challenges and has committed to a two-year extension 

of the Territorial Health System Sustainability Initiative. This 

extension will provide the territories with continued health 

reforms and offset medical transportation expenses.    

 

In June, our Government reached an important agreement with 

Nunavut Tunngavik Incorporated (NTI) on the co-management of 

Narwhal resources. By reaching this agreement our Government 

recognizes the economic and cultural importance of the traditional 

Narwhal harvest to people and communities in Nunavut.  

 

In October I was proud to be in Iqaluit to announce funding that 

will help improve the Nunavut Tourism Industry. To help market 

Nunavut as a premier travel destination I announced funding 

through the Canadian Northern Economic Development Agency 

(CanNor). This funding will be used to support the tourism 

industry and improve upon the abilities of various agencies to 

market Nunavut as a world class travel destination.  

 

Also in October, I had the privilege of announcing our 

Governmentôs support for the Inuktitut language. On behalf of the 

Honourable James Moore, Minister of Canadian Heritage and 

Official Languages, I announced funding that will enable the Inuit 

Broadcasting Corporation (IBC) to produce five television series in 

Inuktitut. By supporting television broadcasts in Inuktitut, our 

Government is delivering on its commitment to strengthen our 

economy and support our arts, culture, and heritage.
